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Field Test of Measures of Skill Development 
and Positive Behavior change
ASES grantees in the State of California are invited to participate in a field test of measures of skill development and positive behavior change that are being considered as alternative assessments of program effectiveness that can augment or replace standardized test scores and/or measures of homework completion (California Education Code 8484).
Why your program will want to participate in the field test:  

· Programs can provide feedback about the measures to guide future implementation. 

· Programs will receive confidential reports of their students’ overall performance on the measures.
The measures are administered online using a secure website, once in Fall 2010 and again in the Spring 2011.  Programs can opt to collect survey measures from students, program staff, and/or classroom teachers. The measures are easy to complete and take students 5 to 10 minutes.  Reports from program staff and classroom teachers take less than 5 minutes for each student report that they complete.
